In 
addition to relevant teaching 
and skills training, Strong 
Bonds weekends include time 
for relaxation, recreation, fel-
lowship, and fun. 
Strong Bonds programs are 
offered by Army Chaplains 
with the full support of the 
Commanding Officer. Youõll 
attend with others from the 
unit and gain practical, useful 
information based on material 
designed especially for Soldiers 
and their spouses.
